being destructive is not as much of a definition for
the Students for a Democratic Society then radical-
ism is.

Many things led to the Students for a Democratic
Society’s radicalism, but most come from their
roots from the past generation. The first nick-
named “Red Diaper Baby’s” were the decedents of
the members of the horrific Communist Party in
the 1930’s (Horowitz). Not all members of the
Students for a Democratic Society were decedents
though; some were indoctrinated during a sum-
mer orientation program held from May 30th to
June 1st1969.

The Students for a Democratic
Society later transformed into the Weather Under-
ground which bombed the Pentagon and promot-
ed High School reform (Committee of Internal
Security).
